Here are the key points: 
 

1. The school is open to all drivers over the age of 18. 
 

2. You do not have to be a member of or join RMVR.  
 

3. You do not need to pass a physical exam. 
 

4. The only driver safety equipment required includes a safety rated helmet (Snell SA or M, 
or DOT), leather shoes, leather driving gloves, long cotton pants (e.g., jeans), and a long-
sleeve cotton shirt. 

 
5. Full face helmets must be worn in an open car.  Open face helmets are allowed in a 

closed car, but shatterproof eye protection must be worn (not just eyeglasses or 
sunglasses). 
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6. Safety belts and decent tires are required.  Safety inspection will also include brake fluid

7. Open cars must have a roll bar.  Factory installed rollover protection, such as integral roll 
hoops in a MINI Cabriolet or Porsche Boxster are okay, but bolt-in roll hoops are not.   
 

8. A fire extinguisher is not required. 
 
The only differences between the experiences you will get in the Precision School and the 
Competition School are that the Precision students will not participate in the Sunday races (i.e., 
no wheel-to-wheel competition) and they will not receive a student competition license.  
However, if you complete the Precision School and later decide that you do want to take the 
plunge into vintage racing, you do not have to repeat the school.

No registration at 
the track.  Refund policy:  Full refund if cancelled by Monday, April 12.  $25.00 cancellation 
or no show fee after April 12.
